objects switch from using the positive form (j’ai) to the negative form (je n’ai pas de). When we use

e Listening, reading and writing exercises the negative form in French, we drop the article “un” or “une” and replace it with "de”.

e Silent letters. Hearing and seeing that the ‘x’ and ‘z’ are silent letters and not pronounced

in ciseaux, écoutez, écrivez etc.

e Dropping of the last letter of a word (in this case the ‘e’ in ‘je’) and replacing it with an
apostrophe, and attaching it to the word that follows, which begins with a vowel or mute h.
This is to aid pronunciation.
